Orienteering Trip 
A Great Success 
National Orienteering Champion-
ships, Dorset  
On Sunday 18th November eight 
Sheriff orienteerers ran at the Na-
tional Orienteering Championships  
near Bovington, Dorset. About 100 
schools attended from around the 
country with over 700 runners. After 
an early start, meeting at school at 
7am in the dark, cold, and pouring 
rain, we finally arrived four hours 
later at 11am – when it was still 
belting down! This late arrival meant 
that some of us missed our start 
times, but they were very accommo-
dating and reallocated starts so that 
we could start a bit later. The down-
pour just didn’t stop, so a couple of 
hours later after doing our courses, 
everyone was drenched! However, 
the rain did not stop the runners 
doing well, and although we did not 
gain top positions, we got good 
results considering the weather, and 
the fact that for almost everyone this 
was only their 2nd or 3rd time orien-
teering. The area used was partly a 
tank training area, so we came 
across a couple of old tanks in the 
forest and had to run across large 
sandy army training grounds. Unfor-
tunately we didn’t get a chance to 
visit monkey world. On the 2.8km 
boys’ year 9 course, Ben Everitt 
came in 32nd in just over 40 min-
utes, with Simon Pook just over a 
minute behind in 33rd. Josh Sullivan 
finished 37th, while Declan George 
and Ethan Wookey caught up with 
each other and finished together in 
42nd and 43rd place in 56 minutes. 
To show how good some of the 
people there were – the winner of 
this course finished in 16 minutes! 
Alex Nottingham of year 11 course 

was set to finish 34th out of 44, but 
his time did not count due to an 
unfortunate error punching the 
wrong control towards the end. Ben 
Windsor came in 8th out of 37 with a 
time of 26 minutes on the 3.7km 
year 12 course, four minutes behind 
the winner, and Tom Ormsby who 
was running the rather technically 
difficult year 13 course managed to 
take nearly an hour to find the first 
three points, so decided to retire. 
Nine people needed to make up a 
school team which we didn’t have, 
but only 3 were needed for the year 
group competitions so we came 5th 
out of 8 overall in the boys’ year 9 
age class. Well done to everybody 
who came, and thanks to Mr. Valen-
tine and Mr. Pearson taking us and 
enjoying their 7 hours of driving. I 
think it’s safe to say that Dorset is a 
long way away, and fortunately next 
years’ championships are a little bit 
closer!
