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First Word…from the Headmaster 
 A sad reality of the final week of the summer term is that it is normally the time to say farewell to long-
serving colleagues who are about to retire. This year is no exception and I would like to use my final 
column of the academic year to highlight the way in which two colleagues have served the school over a 
large number of years. 
    Mrs Buckley has worked at Lawrence Sheriff for 24 years. Throughout my time at the school I have 
been profoundly impressed by her commitment to her students and incredibly high professional standards. 
I can honestly say that I have rarely met anyone who puts so much time and thought into their teaching. In 
this respect the word ‘outstanding’ does not fully do her justice. Over recent years Mrs Buckley has also 
mentored new entrants to the teaching profession and I can think of no-one better suited to being a role 
model for younger members of staff. She will be profoundly  missed by colleagues, students and the wider 
school community, though we do hope that from time to time we will still be able to tap into her expertise in 
a variety of ways. 
    Tony Hudson has worked at the school for the past 34 years (though over the past three years Tony has 
been seconded to the local authority, overseeing the strategic development of 14-19 education within the 
area). For much of my time at the school Tony was Head of Biology and Head of Sixth Form. It would be 
no exaggeration to say that Tony laid the foundations for the broad, inclusive sixth form that we have today 
and that he established many of the values that have led to the continuing success of the school. Tony 
also oversaw the sixth form’s transition from three rooms in Penrhos House to the purpose built facility that 
they still use (and soon will outgrow!) Many former students at the school owe a huge amount to the 
patient, good humoured support and encouragement that Tony always provided. 
    The school is incredibly lucky in the calibre of people that it attracts to work with its students. Service 
such as that provided by Mrs Buckley and Mr Hudson is genuinely exceptional. Both deserve our sincere 
and grateful thanks as well as best wishes for a long and happy retirement.
