Many parents have already been in contact to ask how last
week’s inspection went. | must pass on how much | have
appreciated the support offered by the parents association,
Old Laurentians and other groups which work so closely with
the school. | have been asked by our Ofsted inspector not to
go into print with feedback until her report has been officially
published (this is a relatively quick process and may be
complete by next week). However, | am allowed to say that
the day went exceptionally well. | am remember that after the
last inspection we collectively asked ourselves ‘how can we
improve on that?’ Suffice to say that we seem to have
managed to do so.

One feature of this inspection, alongside the previous two
that have happened during my headship, has been the strong
support of parents. Whilst, quite rightly, 1 was not shown
individual survey returns, | know that the overall response
was overwhelmingly positive. As always, | was slightly
disappointed that even a tiny number (less than 1%) passed
on negative comments, such as expressing concerns about
bullying. The disappointment | felt was not that these
comments had been passed to Ofsted (that is every parent’s
right) but that in every case these comments had not been
discussed with me first (in many cases, we think that they had
not been discussed with Mrs Wright either). Any school which
thinks that no bullying takes place is frankly deluding itself.
However, what matters is what is done to respond to
such concerns. If any parent raises a serious issue with
us we will do our best to help, but to be fair to all of us,
we cannot be expected to act unless we know.

To be honest, the above paragraph represents the
only note of disappointment emerging from the whole
inspection process. In the spring of 2005 we had 15
inspectors with us for a week. In November 2007, because
the inspection focused upon testing out our own self-
evaluation of the school's performance, we had one inspector
for one day. However, under both structures the inspection
was rigorous, thought provoking and very fair. | hope that next
week | will be able to provide you with greater detail on the
conclusions that have been reached about the school.
